Everywhere we turn we find people
who want to love us and be loved by
us. Our prayer during this Family Year
will be one of thanksgiving for the gifts
of love we have found in each other
and the fruit that love has borne in our
four chi ldren and for our two
Mothers, the one who lives with us
and the one we wish would. Also our
thanks must go to Fr.

Youth ministry is becoming an exciting
part of the Church today. As an 18 year

old, living in southern Neu,, Jersey, I have
been fortunate to have been a part of its
growth. When I was a freshman at Wild-
wood Catholic High School, I attended my
first weekend, sponsored by the CYO.
It was called Leadership I.

Although my parents had made a
Worldwide Marriage Encounter weekend,
I had no idea what "weekend" 

meant. My
experience was so mwing and my relation-
ship with Christ grew so much, that I
attended seven additional weekends;
three of which I served as a team member.

But in my part of Neu,, Jersey, youth
ministry activities were limited. Attending

an evening meeting often required an hour
and a half drive. Because of my CYO ex-
perience, I had a dream of seeing a week-
end for teenagers in my area. But what
could one teenager accomplish alone?

My conscience would not let me just sit
back, so I wrote to our bishop. I received
a personel response from him, encour-
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aging me to follow through, but offering no
support. I had no weekend outline, no
priest to work with and no place to put on
my dreamed-of weekend.

I didn't know what to do. I got in touch
with the priest who had helped put on one
of my CYO weekends. He provided the
help I needed to get started. For weeks, I
spent all mg Iree time putting together the
weekend.

It was so much fun to work on, so ex-
citing, that it wasn't even work. I utilized
the materials from all the weekends I had
attended. I wrote and rewrote. I made a
schedule and remade it. I found a retreat
house to host my weekend. And most
importantly, I found a priest willing to do
the weekend with me.

We held our first weekend in December,
7978. I worried throughout the weekend
that it wouldn't work out at all. I worriedso
much that I couldn't get into the exper-
ience myself.

When it was over, everyone had exper-
ienced new growth in their personal livgs

and in their relationship with Christ. They
loved my weekend! My joy that weekend
was seeing others get so much joy out of it.

We had our second weekend in Feb-
ruary. This time, I was more relaxed and
could get into it more myself. In fact, that
weekend was turning point in my life. I was
able to work through a loi of pain and hurt
that I didn't believe would ever leave me.
Now I knew that I had not really been the
one who had created REJOICE; it was
the Lord working through me.

We don't know at this time if there will
be any more REJOICE weekends. That
will be up to the Lord. My joy is knowing
that my dream has been fulfilled and that I
have been able to touch others with my
work. My hopeisthattheworkof spreading
God's love will be carried on by other teen-
agers throughout the world.

Some New Year Resolut ions

This past Christmas we did some-

thing we've wanted to do for years.

When our Grandma Caminiti died, we

had been given some of the household
linens she had sewn as part of her

trousseau when she was a young girl in

Italy. Eventually, they wore out but we

saved one oval piece of material with

her initials and a circle of flowers em-

broidered on it. We could picture the
young country g i r l  Painstak inglY
stitching those linens by hand as she
prepared to marry Grandpa more
than half a century before. Over the
years, we mentioned occasionally how

someday we would like to frame that
piece of embroidery as a reminder of

our roots and especially of grand-

parents whose simple wisdom and joy

in living had had a profound effect on

us. This past Christmas we finally did

something about it. We found an odd

shaped frame, cut a special mat,

washed and starched that scraP of

cloth and framed it. We felt so good

when we looked at the finished Pro-
duct that we just had to share that

deep satisfaction by giving the me-

mento to another relative who loved

those grandparents as we did.
This little incident made us resolve

that during 1980 we're going to try to

follow through on more of those little

ideas we've had tucked awaY in the

back of our minds. Most of them aren't

earthshaking and yet we think that for

us they suggest some waYs we can

celebrate the Year of the FamilY. A

whole list of possibilities surfaced with

ease - making definite plans with the

children to have that much talked

about simple vegetable and flower
garden become a reality, searching

out ways as a family to simplify our life-

style, asking one of the children to

x

teach us how to play the guitar (a long
held dream), making more time for
get-togethers with other families,
taking more winter walks on the ocean
beaches with the children. There are
all sorts of simple possibilities we
begin to think about it. We would like
1980 to be a year when we begin to act
on those ideas.

People may joke about New Year
resolutions but as one year ends there
is that sense of new hope and new
beginnings. It's good to take some
time as a couple to reflect on what this
past year has been for us and find in
that some sort of direction for the next
12 months. Have we sensed any major

shift in focus in our lives? Any hints of

vague future possibilities that keep
popping into mind and that we keeP

dismissing rather off-handedly? Any

circumstances in which the Lord

seems to be calling us to Himslf in new

ways? Have there been changes in our
family structure, job situation or

apostolates which, in turn, are af'
fecting other areas of our lives?

As we looked back over I97q, we

discovered some changes taking place

in our lives. In these new dimensions,
we are also finding hints of possible

ways to translate this Year of the

Family from a pious title into daily life.

For the first time in ten Years, we

find ourselves not directly involved in

an apostolate dealing specifically with

married couples. And THAT is a

major shift. Gradually, we had re-

ceived the sense in prayer that it was

time to leave an active involvement in

a few couple-oriented apostolates
even though we had no new involve-
ments waiting in the wings as replace-
ments.

What happened was that, without

any previous planning on our part,

over the past several months we've
found ourselves being drawn into in-
creasing contact with those who are
single, divorced, elderly and widowed,
as well as those who are married but to
a large degree unaware of the Lord's
call to encounter Him in and through
their marriages. It's been a full but very
different kind of year.

To give just one small example - the
other evening we were part of an on-
going parish discussion group with
each of us assigned to a different small
sharing group. At one point, we were
asked to share something that had
deeply affected our lives, either an ex-
perience or a relationship that we saw
as part of our ongoing conversion pro-

cess. Later when we had the chance to
compare our individual responses, we
learned that we had both shared in a
similar vein, referring to the gift of M.E.
and the way the Lord continually uses
the other spouse in opening up each of
us to Him. Perhaps, that kind of
sharing may not sound so extra-
ordinary to M.E. ears. But for us it is a

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whole different kind of situation to
share that way in groups containing
divorced, separated, widowed men
and women among others. What a
beautiful thing it is to feeltheir accept-
ance of us when we share what is most
meaningful in our lives! And what an
equally beautiful gift they offer us
when they share their own experi-
ences. It's an incredible thing to wit-
ness the endless variety of ways the
Spirit works in our hearts. Even
though our life situations may be quite
dissimilar on the surface, wefeelareal
bond developing among us and a
growing sense of really being a pilgrim
peop le  j ou rney ing  homeward  to -
gether.

Along the same lines, during the
past year even our houseguests have
changed. Over the years, we've
known the joy of having various M.E.
couples and priests stay with us for
one reason or another. It hasn't been
difficult to recognize each one of them
as a gift. As we look back over 7979,
we realize that while the amount of
" 

stay-over" company has increased
tremendously, it hasn't included any
M.E. couples this year. There have
been friends of our older children and
the beat of disco music in the back-
ground has replaced those precious
M.E. conversations that used to last
far into the evenings of other years.
We also have had many relatives come
to spend several days at various times
during the year, often with little ad-
vance notice and many times with the
explanation that they just needed a
change. When this first happened we
were happy that they felt so free to
come, but as the pattern was repeated
and extended, we discovered that we
weren't always so delighted. It took a
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real effort to try to be supportive when
in many instances we look at things
f rom ve ry  d i f f e ren t  pe rspec t i ves .
While we hoped our welcome always
seemed warm and gracious, there
were many times when we had to
struggle with the rebellion we felt in
our hearts when once again we found
ordinary, comfortable family routines
turned upside down by another visitor
who needed special attention. And we
had to make a conscious effort to re-
flect on the truth that each one is no
less a gift of God for us than the M.E.
couples and priests of previous years
have been.

Whenever our home is being used
provide "space" or shelter for others,
we think it is being used for God's own
purposes. As 1980 begins, we see the
offering of hospitality as a particular
way we're being called to serve. When
people mention the Year of the
Family, we tend to get the mental pic-
ture of smiling father, happy mother,
loved children. Yet, as we all know,
there are other kinds of families and
homes where human brokeness and
tragedy and the mystery of evil have
left persons unable to give and receive
love in fuller measures. There are also
those families which are, in effect, just
one person. We suspect that much of
1980 for ourselves and our family will
find us continuing to share the giving
and receiving of life with all different
kinds of families. We believe that the
Lord will be revealing Himself in ways
we cannot imagine or predict through
these newly developing relationships
and that is an exciting and awesome
prospect.

Another major change in our lives
has come about because for the first
time we are parents of a prospective

bride as our oldest daughter, Anne,
prepares for her April marriage. There
have been many joys and tender
moments flowing from this whole ex-
perience. But there has also been the
shock of seeing the speed with which
the modern world reaches out to en-
gulf the young couple with "what's ex-
pected" and its own warped attitudes
toward marriage. Since our daughter
and her fiance live in another state, we
are the ones who hear most of the
comments expressing the unbeliev-
able expectations that society has
concerning not only their initial wed-
ding day but their marriage in general.
It has been a rude awakening. Some-
how, with all the renewing contacts
within M.E. over the years, we had for-
gotten how deeply entrenched these
destructive values are in society at
large.

Much of this coming year for us will
involve an ongoing support of the new
couple as they seek to live out their
values and ideals in their preparations
for marriage. We also find ourselves
praying more fervently for all those
who carry the day-to-day, nitty gritty
tasks which help M.E. spread and
touch more lives. There's a whole big
world out there that really believes
that somehow one's marriage must
suffer if domestic lace and not the im-
ported variety is used on one's wed-
ding gown!

Underneath a l I  the par t icu lar
thrusts we sense as this new year be-
gins is the basic call to recommit our-
selves to living a life of mutual love with
each other for everything else flows
from that. Without that daily renewal
of our marriage vows, all the other re-
solutions will stay just so many words

Recently we read an article in our

Sunday paper about a very gutsY,

loving lady. Her pictures show q face

wrinkled with years gone by and with

eyes deepset and focused straight
ahead as if to say,"l 've only just begun,
I've so much more to do." The woman
was Mother Theresa, a Catholic nun.

At age 69, this dedicated ladY runs

81 schools, more than 300 hosPitals
and relief centers and missions in 50
cities scattered throughout India. Her
phi losophy and act ions can be
summed up in several statements.
She says, "There is so much suffering
in the world today. The world must

change those that cannot believe.
Everyday I  used to read the
newspaper and see nothing joYful.

Now I don't read the papers. Instead I

distribute God, love, and joy." She

sums it all up with one further

statement, 
"l 

cannot say I love you and

do nothing."
It is those last words that we, Ron

and Bev, would like to focus on as we
share with you today. 

"l cannot say I

love you and do nothing." Our Gospel
lesson reinforces this same message

and challenges us when it says,"MY
children, our love should not be just

words and talk, it must be true love

which shows itself in action." I JOHN

3:-18.
Love is action. Think of the word

love and what do you visualize? Love

surrounds us here today as we share
with you. How about the love we've

shared wi th one another  th is

weekend? The hugs, kisses, quick

pats and grasps of hands. To put love
in action - to embrace, to grasp a hand,
to share, we must reach out. If we

dare to love, we must reach out not

only at home, but beyond. As

Christians. we are called to concern

ourselves with those in need beyond

our family.
Pause for a moment and reflect

upon your encounters with familY,
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friends, acquaintances - anyone who
has touched your life over the years.
The Lord's been good to us. HE has
touched us through many people. We
think of one special friend who fre-
quently comes over and asks, 

"What

can I do for you today?"and then she
does it. That's love in action. It's love
that looks for a way of being construc-
tive. It reaches out to find the need. It
fills the emptiness and it heals.

Love takes time. How often I (Ron)

say,"There's not enough time. I'd like
to help out, but my work schedule is so
heavy now, and then there's the ball-
game, the yard and on and on." We
can't help someone if we don't have a
moment to spare. I think of the many
times God reaches through the rat
race of my busy days and says to me,
"Ron, what can I do for you today?"
HE said it through Bev when we
shared my anxiety and frustration with
my busy schedule. She said, 

"Ron, if
you need time to do the things you
want lo do, you're going to have to
make time." I challenge you to look at
your life, at where you?re going and
what you're doing. Then make tirne -

set aside two hours a day or however
much time fits best into your plan to do
the things you want to do for others.
Visit or help a neighbor, write a letter,
volunteer to drive an elderly person to
the store. read for the blind - the list is
endless. Stop now, mqke time and
then reach out and say, "What can I do
for you today?"

To love is to serve. Mother Teresa
said, 

"i 
cannot say I love you and do

nothing." Doing and being helpful at
home is a good place to start. But
that's not all. If God's love is a growing
part of our lives, he won't allow us to
stop there. Reach out - we're part of a
world. Much of the time we're so
caught up in our family life and com-
munity problems, we may forget about
the world out there - until God pricks

our hearts through a newspaper, a
magazine, the T.V. or any of his many
tools. God touches us and says,
"Reach 

out and share My Love." We
must all look for ways to help our bro-
thers and sisters all over the world -

especially where there is the greatest,
most urgent need. Perhaps when our
country is asked to help love construc-
tively, to offer something of its own
being to those who lack so many
things we take for granted, we can be
one of the voices which will answer.
"What 

can I do for you today?"and
really mean it.

We challenge you to look and listen
to the needs of others right here in our
own country, perhaps in your own
city. We have our ghettos, our hungry
and abused children. undernourished
adults, illiterates. Get to know their
needs - reach out and ask. "What can I
do for you today?"

Lord, give me eyes clear enough to
see the hurt in the world,

Ears perceptive enough to hear
Your call.

A brain wise enough to figure a
solution.

A voice loud enough to tell of the
need.

Feet determined enough to seek out
the alley of misery and despair,

Hands sensitive enough to hug,
mold and heal,

A heart strong enough to endure
the struggle,

And a spirit thankful enough to ask,
"What 

more may I do?"
