We are an alleluia peoPle, a PeoPle
of celebration. How often we use
those or similar terms. We use them to
describe us to ourselves and
especial ly to reestabl ish within
ourselves the fact that we are apeople
living the life, death, and ressurrection
of Jesus. And we have to proclaim and
celebrate that reality for our own
sakes, as well as for others, over and
over again.

In away, that reminds us of the need
to speak about our values and our
weekend over and over again, not for
the sake of others, but to reestablish
those values once more in ourselves.
An offshoot of that is realted to
recruiting. Speaking about our lives
and our weekend is not meant just for
others, but it is needed for our sake.
This way we can more easilY
recognize our own grace and
giftedness.

A stark fact of life was brought
home to us while we recentlY sat and
listened to a presentation about
family. The simple yet powerfulpoint
was made that we have to work at
being family. It doesn't automatically
happen and sometimes what we think
is family is really playing at roles and
controlling one another. We find it
hard to se,e ourselves acting as
anything but family, but what we're
really doing is acting as parents inter-
relating with children.
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After the resurrection, people did
not always recognize Jesus, either.
Our call is to recognize Jesus among
us, most basically in our family, and
then in the people we walk and talk
with. He is among us and within us.

If we sit with our hands folded and
our eyes closed, we will never be open
to the realities around us. If we are to
experience the Christ among us, we
need to look to and see the persons
most intimately surrounding us-our
children, one another, this family.

Of late we have been discovering
the insistence of Jesus in how our
children plead with us in so many little
waus to stoo and eniov them. one

another,  and the l ively warm
atmosphere of our home. We've also
had to take hold of moments of
tension and misunderstanding
among us. Most of the time we
respond to those times and use them
for growth and closeness-realizing
that these are also the times when we
experience the gift of Jesus' peace.
Not the peace of escape or of refusing
to face things, but the peace of con-
quest void of sorrow and flight.

Twice ayear,
all the seminarians gather in Savannah
for a meeting with the Bishop. The
prayer couples attend the Mass and
dinner during the meeting.

Cherry, said of his prayer couple
Burch & Marie Bryant, "we are a
family -- one filled with laughs over
apple pie and baked beans, but most
of all, centered on encouragement and
prayer....Yes, my years in the
seminary are over, but I feel that I will
always be a part of their lives".

Who is the "Monterey" Encounter?
We were created out of the Son

J ose, C alif ornio Worldwide Marriage
Encounter in March 1978. We were 6
teams and a young and growing com-
munity determined to change our part
of the world. Geographically the Mon-
terey Encounter serves the Diocese of
Monterey which stretches from the
Santa Cruz mountains south along
the beautiful coast to the area ofSan
Luis Obispo. (lt's been said that you
leave your heart in San Fransisco, but
that once you've experienced the
beauty of God's creation along the 17
mile drive, you'll want to stay in
Monterey & Carmel. The Pajaro and
Salinas Valleys are the heart of much
of California's agriculture.

Our people are folksy and we have a
large Hispanic population.

Monthly
we present 2 to 3 Marriage Encounter
weekends, 1 to 2 Engaged Encounter
weekends, and bi-monthly, a weekend
in Spanish. Now we number 22teams
strong and growing, and a community
of special lovers.

Our dear Bishop Clinch supports us
and recognizes the gift we bring to our
Church. He is counting on us, both
M.E. and E.E., to help make the Year
and Decade of the Family a reality in
our diocese. Our chancellor, Msgr.
Phil Maxwell, is also a strong
supporter and actively presents the
Engaged weekends.

We look forward to 1980 with great
hope and love in our hearts. Fr. Chuck
Gallagher, who we think of as our
modern day St. Paul, will grace our
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diocese in February when he comes to
give our beloved priests a workshop
on the "Parish Renewal Weekend".

Our roots go back to Fr. Serra and
his missionary priests. Our missions
remind us of the faith and sacrifice of
our Catholic people who came before
us.

Our Spirif ol Ohana

The Hawaiians have a word for it --
Ohana --a family spirit; the love,
strength, and support of the extended
family reaching out unselfishly,
embracing all, friends or strangers.
And so it was that lhe Hautaii
encounter had its beginning. We were
loved and nutured into being by the
Ohana of couples, priests, and
religious of Los Angeles -- our
extended family across the sea, our
roots.

It all began the latter part of 1974
when several encountered couples
transplanted in Hawaii from various
parts of the continental U.S. began
translating their dream oI aHawaiian
encounter into reality. They asked
Los Angeles' assistance, traveled from
parish to parish giving information

talks and recruited the first Hawaiian
weekend.

They tell us that we were the first
couple to apply for the Weekend. We
had come to the parish talk with our
typically good marriage, knowing that
there were few such seminars in
Hawaii tor married couples, and
knowing that we needed somethingto
renew our marriage of eighteen years.

We attended the first Hawaii
Weekend in April, 1975 presented by
couples and a priest from Los
Angeles. The experience of that
Weekend and the tears of frustration,
love, and joy brought us to an
awareness of the value of our dialogue
as a means to more open communi-
cation and closeness in our marriage.
What we couldn't yet appreciate at the
time was how important a part
continuing dialogue would eventually
play in our growth individually and as a
couple in the years that followed. We
realized how much of a need there was
for other couples to experience the
Weekend, and we pledged our
support to its growth in Hawaii.

Many other team couples and
priests from Los Angeles came during
7975to help present our Weekends in
Honolulu. Through their love and
gentle guidance Hawaiit encounter
grew in strength and began spreading
to our neighbor islands. One of the
first values we learned to cherish was
tha t  o f  in te rdependence.  We
consistently housed the team couples
and priests that came each month and
can remember being spellbound as
they talked lovingly about the people
of their community.

As we began to meet other couples
from the rest of the U.S. we
broadened our understanding of the
word interdependence. We saw each
s e p a r a t e  e n c o u n t e r  n o t  a s
independent or dependent entities,
but as true members of an extended
Family, voluntarily belonging to and
investing themselves in one another,
concerned about and caring for the
needs of each other. Many a country
began its encounter through the
generosity and love of couples,
priests, and religious all over the
world. We are truly a Worldwide
Family.

We continually brought back to our
Hqwaii community and shared this
sense of interdependence, this spirit of
Ohana. Then one fateful day in
S a c r a m e n t o  a t  a  L e a d e r s h i p
Conference, we were asked to make a
heart-wrenching decision, the most
difficult that we had ever faced in the
history of Hawaii's young encounter.
Unit boundries within our Western
District were being realigned, and
Hawaii was being asked to make a
choice between cont inuing i ts
a s s o c i a t i o n  w i t h  t h e  m o r e
experienced Los Angeles Unit or
aligning itself with the younger Son
Fronsisco - Oaklqnd - Son Jose Unit.
Several considerations affected our
final, tearful decision. But most
important of all was our decision to
wean ourselves from our dependency
on the love, generosity, and guidance
of Los Angeles, and to begin giving
ourselves in return. We knew that by
our decision we were not divorcing
ourselves from our "parents", that
because of our interdependence we
would always continue to be a part of
that Family.

Hawaii has assumed its responsibil-
ities as a mature member of our
interdependent Family. We have
contributed much to our Unit, and
one of our teams has served as Unit
Coordinator. Because of our geo-
graphical location, Hawaii remains
the Gateway of the Pacific and
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continues to play an important role in
Asia for our Worldwide Family. In
1977 wewere asked to participate with
Los Angeles in a reachout to the
Phi l ipp ines.  In  par tnership we
answered their plea for the Weekend
and supplied guidance, financial
support, material, and team resources
for over a year. We were then asked to
facilitate the formation of our Asian
Secretariat of encounters and shortly
thereafter, hosted the first meeting of
t h e  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  C o u n c i l  o f
Worldwide Marriage Encounter in

Honolulu, which was attended by
Secretariat Coordinators from Asia,
Australia, Canada, the U.S., South
America, Africa and Europe. Most
recently, we have been asked to
coordinate District 5's support of our
Military Overseas Encounters in Asia,
and have been asked to investigate a
plea for the Weekend in Guom, as we
did in Singopore earlier in 7979.
Through our contacts with our Asian
encounters we have continually
spoken and advanced our Family's
values of interdependence and love.

Bob being dizzy andfainting on a city
bus, Bob missing homework, the
endless hours closed in his room
with friends listening to records.
Then in my panic, I thought of his
Dad and what I knew would be his
reaction, so I resolutely went to the
bathroom and flushed the telltale
evidence down the toilet. I resolved
to let Bob know what I had found and
planned a real Mother/Son talk. I
also resolved to keep this between us
and hidden from my husband, John.
I was feeling very protective of both
Bob and John. Since it would be the
end of Bob's "experimentation" with
drugs, I could, one day, share with
John what I had nipped in the bud.

Loving Others

The Deaf Hear the Good News

"lf they hold hands while they're
fighting, how can they talk to each
other?" Groan! Back to the drawing
board, again. But it was another
awareness of the deaf world and that
was becoming more and more
important to us as we prepared a very
special Marriage Encounter weekend
for the deaf. These awarenesses really
began to open our eyes to what it
means to be deaf in a hearing world.

We began preparing for the
Weekend about a year in advance by
meeting with Fr. Bob Bek, a Redemp-
torist priest who has been in deaf
ministry for many years and with Miss
Carla Holmes, Coordinator of thedeaf
ministry in the Galveston-Houston
(TX.) Diocese. Fr. Bob was to be the
team priest on the weekend, Carla,
one of the interpreters.

Years dgo, after he made his
weekend, Fr. Bob wanted verY much
to share the renewal of matrimonY
with couples in the deaf comminity.
The first step was inviting several, one
or two at a time, on a weekend which
he and Carla interpretted. While the
exper ience was pos i t i ve ,  the
difficulties were many. For the
average deaf couple relying on sign
language, the quick pace and depth of
language on a regular weekend
proved quite an obsticle. "lf you made
a weekend and heard only every third
word, you'ld have some idea of the'

difficulty the average deaf couple had
on these weekends," says Fr. Bob.
"So much is said so fast that neither
the interpreter nor the couples can
begin to really keep up."
A Different Language. One problem
for the interpreters is the language in
the talks. Ameslan, (American Sign
Language) does not translate word for
word from English. There are no
helping verbs such as "does." Tense is
expressed by context and position
r a t h e r  t h a n  " w i l l "  o r  " d i d "

constructions. All sentences are in
active voice. The vocabulary is fairly
limited. So interpreters must not only
listen to what is being said but
translate it into sentences and vocabu-
lary that can be signed.

In many cases, questions an
directions were not easily translatable
which led to confusion and lost
dialogue time. And the deaf couples
were alone in the middle of a commu-
nity with whom they could not com-
municate. They tended to think that
dialogue was for the hearing, not for
themselves, because of their assump-
tion that dialoguing was easy for
hearing people while they were strug-
gling with it.

After a few of these weekends, the
frustration level grew. Fr. Bob and
Carla began to dream of a weekend
for all deaf couples, where they would
experience other deaf learning to

c o m m u n i c a t e  d e e p l y  t h r o u g h
dialogue. They were excited by the
opportunity to go to California to
interpret a weekend for all deaf
couples. That weekend said it could
be done.

Video tapes of "Aldonza," "Dulci-

nea," and "The Impossible Dream" in
sign language made previously
inaccessible parts of the weekend a
part of the deaf couples'experience.
With the California weekend, the
dream grew more clear -- the week-
end had to be fronslated, not simply
interpreted.
A Different Life At our. initialteam
meetings, Fr. Bob and Carla started
us thinking about the specialproblems
of the deaf. We were shocked and
deeply moved by the profound isola-
tion they experience. How can people
raise children without hearing the si-
lence as well as the loud crashes,
croupy coughs or cries for help? We
became aware of the sound-activated
they have to "hear" the newborn child
when it wakes to eat at night -- and of
the constant vigilance they must have
to be able to see their toddlers at
every moment. The complications in
everyday life are myraid. Driving a car
without hearing horns, sirens or
screeching brakes. And both hands
on the wheel means "No talking." So
many things we take for granted are
huge obstacles for them.

There is a tremendous one-on-one
aspect to the lives of the deaf. Unless
they can see you, they can't "hear"
you. In their marriage relationships,
they don't even have to leave the room
to tune each other out completely -- all
they have to do is turn away.

So that was where we began. We
started talking about the talks and
started writing, looking for simplicity
and clarity of language and using
vocabulary that was directly transla-
table. We used the active voice only,
short concise sentences and simplified
vocabulary. We wanted to know that
what we were sharing with them was
what they were hearing. And the effort
brought us very close to them long
before the weekend.
Marriage in a Brand-New Globe?
Many terms and phrases used on the
weekend are not translatable. For ex-
ample, the phrase "Modern World"
could be easily mi3understood as "a

nervly-purchased globe," not what we
had in mind at all. So it was written as"Our world today." "Married singles"
was interpreted by two signs meaning"marriage" and "apart." So that's how
we wrote it. "God does not make
junk" became "God never makes
junk." The signs for marriage and ma-
trimony are the same so we had to try
new ways of distinguishing between
the two.
Visual Aids for Clarity Besides
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working with the language, a second
way we overcame the difficulties in
communicating the weekend message
was extensive use of visual aids. Each
talk, even, in some cases, each con-
cept, had some sort of visual aid. We
used an overhead projector and trans-
parencles, an opaque projector and
the California video tapes of the
songs, and posters. The talks were of
the same length as on an ordinary
weekend but used fewer words. We
spoke very slowly to allow the inter-
preters to get the whole message in
and paused often to let a visual aid
help the understanding of an idea.
Following each talk a large poster was
hung displaying the central theme of
the talk. These were illustrated with
magazine pictures or stick figures.
The posters served the purpose of re-
inforcement that note taking does on a
hearing weekend (for the deaf to take
notes is to miss whatever is being
said). The couples on the weekend
were delighted with the visual. "We

would hear what you said, then look at
the screen, and it became very clear
what you were talking about," said
one couple. "Sometimes 

we didn't
understand exactly until we saw the
pictures."
Picture Dialogue Many of the
couples on the weekend had great dif-
ficuly reading and writing. After all,
English is their second language!

Some could not read or write at all. In
an effort to help them and all the
couples, we introduced picture
dialogue. All the team members
attempted picture dialogue from time
to time during the preparatory
months. We also asked the sponsor
couples to dialogue for a week using
only pictures in their love letters to
bring them closer to the deaf couples
for whom they prayed. On simple
questions, we found it fun and ex-
citing, but when we tried to go deeply
into difficult questions we experienced
some of the frustrations of communi-
cating in a picture language. On the
weekend, we gave each person a set of
colored pens to write colors and pic-
tures into their love letters. It was a
tremendous help to the couples.
P raye r  Le t te rs  Come A l i ve
Because the deaf can't "hear" in the
usual sense, what they can see
becomes triply important. With this in
mind, we asked the prayer couples to
meet us at the motel for apotluck sup-
per after Mass Sunday evening. What
a glorious surprise for our deaf
couples! To see "their" 

couple right
there really made the letter they'd re-
ceived come alive. The prayers could
actually be seen! Pens flew as they ex-
changed notes and pictures over
supper. In addition, many of the deaf
couples stood to share how they felt
about  the weekend and ih" l ,
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marriages, and about the love and
care they were experiencing from the
hearing world. As the sponsor couples
left, many said it felt like they, too, had
made a weekend, so exhilirating was
the joy and hoPe in the air that
evening.

The possibilities for the Marriage
Encounter weekend for the deaf are
great and we are terriblY excited.
Couples who had been on an inter-

pretted weekend before shared over
and over how difficult and frustrating
their had found their first weekend,
how they had been left behind, dispite
the best efforts of their interpreters.
"But this was so beautiful," said Lupe
and Maria Rodriquez, "so clear, so
understandable. It was like our
wedding day again!"

We can look ahead with wonder
and awe and great joy. We feel deeply

touched by our experience and feel
the unmistakable call to share it with
you, our Encounter family, so that you
will know some of the beauty that is
there in the deaf in your community.
Reach out to them. You will be
rewarded a hundredfold.
